Sessions and payment

Places on gymnastic sessions are subject to availability and can only be booked via emailing info@symmetrygymnasticsclub.co.uk, by telephone at 07966 643982, or by enquiring through our website. 

If you are successful in obtaining a place on a session, gymnasts can only participate in a session if British Gymnastics membership/insurance has been paid in full. If you have not paid your membership then your gymnast will not be able to participate in the session. This does not include trial sessions.
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SYMMETRY GYMNASTICS CLUB – TERMS AND CONDITIONS
If any gymnast fails to attend three consecutive sessions without informing the club, they will be removed from our records and their place will be offered to a child from the waiting list. 
The British Gymnastics membership year runs from 1st October to 30th September each year. Membership will need to be renewed by 1st October each year whereupon members will become liable to pay a membership fee for the new membership year (a reminder will be sent out nearer the time for this).

Gymnasts must complete a membership form before their first session. Payment methods are cash at the desk or via Bank Transfer. These forms will be given to you by the club secretary. If you do not receive a membership form please contact the club via telephone or email. 
Invoices will be supplied a month in advance, Symmetry Gymnastic Club require all session fees to be paid even if gymnasts are unable to attend. 
Regrettably no refunds can be issued.

A gymnast is entitled to take two weeks holiday each year, only if in a squad session, (a minimum of a week in a row) Symmetry Gymnastic Club will close for four weeks in the year - these dates will be confirmed.


If you have difficulties in making payments for your gymnast's sessions please discuss this with the head coach or club secretary.

Late payment of fees will incur a £5 late payment charge.

We make every effort to ensure that the details on the website or in flyers are correct but we reserve the right to make amendments if necessary at any time.

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SYMMETRY GYMNASTICS CLUB – TERMS AND CONDITIONS

British Gymnastics believes that jewellery and adornments worn in body piercing are inappropriate for safe practice in gymnastics.

A gymnast participating with body adornments or jewellery MUST inform the coach and also remove the significant items to reduce the risk of injury to the gymnast, the coach and others. Speak to the lead coach if you have any concerns regarding this request.
Exceptions to the above may be applicable in special circumstances. In some circumstances, it may be impossible to remove a ring and/or dermal piercings. Should this be the case, the ring must be adequately covered with protective tape in order to reduce any risk. Religious and medical jewellery can be worn but must be covered with tape or a sweat band.
Failure to conform will prohibit the gymnast partaking on the grounds of reasonable safety and may render the member's insurance invalid should an accident result directly from non-compliance.
